Youth to New Careers (LYNC) Programme,
which aims to provide learning
opportunities through training and paid
work placement.

The Northern Ireland Executive this week
agreed that current restrictions to combat the
spread of Covid-19 should be extended across
Northern Ireland. Previously the restrictions,
which focus on domestic settings, were
applied in post codes with the highest rates of

Coronavirus. )
The LYNC Programme is open to young

people aged between 18 and 25, who
have an interest in working with young
people, and who are committed to self-
development and learning through new
experiences.

The restrictions are:

e No mixing of households in private dwellings,
with exemptions for: bubbling with one
other household; caring responsibilities
including childcare; essential maintenance;
supported living arrangements; visits
required for legal or medical purposes; or
marriage or civil partnerships where one
partner is terminally ill.

e No more than six people to gather in a
private garden from no more than two

Participants will attain EA recognition at the
Youth Support Level qualification, relevant
personal and youth work skills training and
accreditation over an 8 month period from
November 2020 - June 2021.
